PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

It has been a long hot summer. Now that fall is here it is time to think about pulling out our winter clothes and
to sharpening and waxing our skis. While we were all enjoying the warm beach weather, the

Lodge Improvement Committee has been busy making improvements to the lodge in Ludlow. Chief among the
changes are a new commercial refrigerator, a face lift to the ski storage room, additional storage lockers, and
additional insulation that will make the second floor rooms more comfortable this winter. There is still one more
work weekend scheduled to complete these jobs. If you can at all make it, please come up this coming weekend
(9/25 and 9/26) to help us get the lodge ready for the upcoming season.

Just a reminder to those who have forgotten to mail in their membership renewals and ticket orders; you must
have renewed your membership to order the discount tickets, and ticket orders need to be in by the first

club meeting in October (10/4.) Most members have already sent in their renewals, but there are still a few that
we haven't heard from yet. If you are one of those few, it is time to put it in the mail.

Every year we tell the members who are ordering discount tickets that the ski mountains reserve the right to
limit returns if members do not use them. This past year was the first time this ticket return policy has affected
our club. Our overall return credit was reduced by almost one thousand dollars because of excess returns. As a
result you will see on the ticket order form that the return credit has been reduced by four dollars per ticket.
Keep this in mind when ordering tickets for the coming season. If during the ski season you determine that you
will be unable to use all of your tickets, please use our ticket exchange and give others the chance to use them.
We always have someone looking for additional tickets to buy. Do this early though. If you wait until February
or March, it will be harder to find a buyer.

Last year the Manchester Ski club sponsored a ski sale at the Manchester Illing middle school. We will be
sponsoring it again this year, and will be expanding it to include a ski swap also. If you have any excess
equipment you would like to get out of your garage, consider bringing it to the swap. The swap is scheduled for
Thursday, November 4. Contact Dave England for more information.

Here’s looking forward to another great ski season. I hope to see you at the first club meeting on October 4.
